The questions parents should be asking 
is:

¸Why isnôt little Dennis doing his 
homework?

¸ Is Wayne on a set time schedule to 
complete his homework?

¸ Is the homework Lisa receiving adequate 
for her grade level?

¸Are Bruceôs extra curriculum activities 
interfering with his homework?

¸Where can I get assistance to help my 
child and I understand the homework?



Teachers assign homework to:

¸Review and practice what the class has 
learned for the day

¸Get ready for the next dayôs class

¸Learn to use resources

¸Expand on the subject

¸Promote good habits and attitudes

¸Encourage self-discipline, responsibility, 
and a love of learning
